If you would like to collect your child directly from St Michael and St Mary Magdalene 
Church please do so promptly at 2:20pm, once the event is over. There is a gravel car park available: St Michael and St 
Mary Magdalene Church, Crowthorne Rd, Easthampstead, Bracknell RG12 7EH. 

It is a wonderful opportunity, for children to learn more about the Christmas story and begin the exciting build up to 
the festive season. Please do fill the below form carefully – we do appreciate and apologise for the various options but 
we are hoping to save parents from additional expenditure during these expensive times!
