Year 5 Residential 2025 

Dear Parents and Carers,  

We are very pleased to announce that we will be holding a Year 5 one-night residential this year. We are currently making 

the final arrangements for the trip, and hope to give you plenty of information to inform your decision.  

The date of the Year 5 residential will be 19th May 2025 – 20th May 2025 with a cost of £131.76 per child. This amount 

represents excellent value for the quality of the experience the children will have, and covers the cost of accommodation, 

bedding and meals for the two days of amazing activities at Oakwood Climbing Centre. All we ask from you is that you drop 

your child to Oakwood Climbing Centre on the 19th May at 9:00am, and that they bring a packed lunch for the first day.  

The children will be provided with sleeping arrangements: either in the dormitories, or in the ‘activity tents’, and will have a 

full two days of activities, where they can develop their perseverance, independence and self-challenge. The girls will be 

staying in the dormitories, and the boys will be staying in the activity tents. Please pack your child with WARM BEDDING 

(blankets, duvets etc), as – depending on the weather – the tents and the dorms can get cold at night time, and we want to 

make sure your children get the best sleep possible.
